= The Town and Country Planning Act (1990) requires you to obtain the approval of the Local Planning
Authority (in this case Breckland Council) before carrying our any works to protected trees. If you are
unsure whether the regulations apply to your tree, please ask Breckland Council.

. The maintenance and safety of all trees within your ownership remains your responsibility. Periodic
inspection of your trees by a competent person is recommended to fulfil your “duty of care” in
common law.

Ll Where a protected tree is removed under exemption or with conditional permission, you may be
required to replace it with another tree of a size, species and location specified by the Council. This
replacement will carry all the protection of its predecessor.

= All work must be carried out with an appreciation of current good arboricultural practise and must be
in accordance with British Standard BS3998: Recommendations for Tree Work. It may be helpful to
consult a competent arborist before writing your application.

. The council does not recommend particular contractors but an advisory leaflet “Choosing a Tree Work
Contractor” is available on request. The Arboricultural Association, Ampfield House, Ampfield,
Romsey, Hants, SO5 9PA, Tel. 01794 368717, website www.trees.org.uk. have an “Approved
Contractors” scheme while the International Society of Arboriculture, 148 Hydes Road, Wednesbury,
West Midlands, WS10 ODR, Tel:/fax 0121 556 8302, website www.isa-uki.org has a “Certified
Arborist” scheme.

. The Health & Safety Executive issues clear guidelines relating to tree workers. All workers should be
certified for the types of work that they undertake. Contractor’s Public Liability Insurance is highly
desirable and Employers Liability is a legal requirement.

The Local Planning Authority should make a decision on applications for consent to carry out works to trees
that are the subject of a Tree Preservation Order within 8 weeks from receipt (or such extended period agreed
in writing between the Local Planning Authority and the applicant) and within 6 weeks from receipt of an
application for trees in a Conservation Area.
